We are both a teaching tournament for coaches and debaters AND a competition tournament for the experienced debaters.  Something for everyone!
Are you a new coach?  We can help you get off to a great start!  Attend our workshop for coaches on Friday night.  Talk with Richard Bracknell, President of the Georgia Forensic Coaches Association, and meet other experienced debate coaches who will be happy to help you out and answer all your questions!

Bring your brand new debate kids - they can participate in a workshop on how to debate policy, public forum or Lincoln Douglas and be coached through a practice round on Friday night and then try out their skills by debating in the tournament on Saturday.  We will even provide evidence for them!   This workshop is absolutely free for debaters who register to debate on Saturday.  Debaters who come only for the Friday workshop will be charged $10 per student.  There is no extra charge for coaches.  The workshop will include a practice round against another school with supportive coaching during the round. NFL members will receive points from these rounds AND prepare for Saturday’s competition.

For teams who opt to bring their varsity policy students for debate on Friday evening, we will also be hosting two sessions of Congress for IE and PF debaters during varsity policy rounds. For novice policy debaters who plan to be here on Friday, we have the special Fayette Classic Novice Workshop!!! 
We offer many areas of competition including two levels of Policy Debate [Novice and Varsity].  Varsity rounds will be held on Friday and Saturday.  Novice policy competition will be held on Saturday only, along with open division Lincoln Douglas and open division Public Forum and a variety of Individual Events.  We offer six individual events: Duo Interpretation, Dramatic Interpretation, Humorous Interpretation, Original Oratory, Extemporaneous Speaking, and Impromptu. All IEs will only take place on Saturday. 

We hope to see everyone in attendance.  Please send your registration in early and accurately.  The deadline for registering for the Fayette Classic is August 23rd, 2007 by 4:00 pm. Entries will only be accepted by email (fayettedebate@yahoo.com).

Events/Judging Rules

To enter into novice policy debate: you must be a first year policy debater.

The 8-3-5 format will be used with 8 minutes of preparation time for each team. 

You may double enter in Lincoln Douglas and ONE Individual Event.

You may also double enter in Public Forum and ONE Individual Event.  However, there is a risk of your missing an IE round - we will not delay the tournament for one person.  If there is a timing conflict, you must go to the Public Forum round and skip the IE round.

Again, entries can be sent to us ONLY by email (fayettedebate@yahoo.com).

Any changes must be completed by Thursday August 23, 2007 by 4:00pm.  This includes any changes in participants’ or judges’ names, numbers of teams participating, etc.  Teams who make changes at registration, are subject to a $50 nuisance charge per change. Teams who drop after 4:00pm on Thursday will still be billed for registration.  In the event of an emergency situation (unexpected illness or inability to arrive by the close of registration) contact Beverly Kelly at (404) 316-5244. 

JUDGING:

In Policy debate, for every two teams you must have one qualified judge. For every fraction there after, you will be required a half judge.

In Novice Policy Workshop (on FRIDAY NIGHT ONLY), we request one qualified judge for every two teams entered.  Note- you can use your Novice Judges!

In Lincoln Douglas, for every two debaters, you must have one qualified judge.

In Public Forum, for every two teams you must have one judge.

In Individual Events, for every five speakers, you must have one judge.

**Judges must stay one round beyond their school’s elimination from the tournament. **

To judge at our tournament, you must be qualified.  For instance, in policy debate, we ask that your judge know the topic well for the best feedback.  

In Varsity Policy, no student judges will be allowed. You must either have a coach or college debater judge in Varsity.  

In Novice, we will only take your best second, third, or fourth year debaters to judge. 

In Lincoln Douglas, there will be no student judges.  

To judge an Individual Event or Public Forum round, you cannot be a student at a High School. 

Congress will be taken care of by Fayette County High School.  

**Hired judges will only be guaranteed to schools that let us know they need on by August 17, 2007.**

1. Marvin L. Moore Jr. Renaissance Award

We have decided again to specially congratulate people in debate who show excellence.  This is the third year we will be giving the Marvin L. Moore Jr. Renaissance Award.  Marvin Lee Moore Jr. was an outstanding debate student at Fayette County High School who died in an automobile accident in 2000.  Marvin was an excellent student, gifted athlete and talented debater who was also very active in political causes and social reform.  He strove with all his heart to make the world a better place by using his gifts of communication and persuasion to influence those around him.   Some of his notable achievements included writing for a student magazine aimed at increasing social awareness and speaking out against racism, poverty and social inequality.  Marvin was active in his church and his community, frequently volunteering at homeless shelters and soup kitchens in the Atlanta area. He lived his life with strength, commitment and love.

Driving Directions
From North GA:

Take I-75 South. Exit onto GA Highway 85 South, exit 273A. Go through Riverdale to Fayetteville.  Take a right after Arby’s (before the Courthouse square) onto Lafayette Drive When the road ends, take a right.  FCHS is on the left.

From Middle or South GA:

Take I-75 North. Take the Griffin exit. Once in Griffin, go north on Taylor Street, which becomes GA Hwy19/41.  At the North Gate Shopping Center, take a left onto Hwy 92 N to Fayetteville. When 92 dead ends into GA Hwy 85, take a right toward Fayetteville. Take a left after the second light (at Arby’s) onto Lafayette Dr. When the road dead ends, take a right. FCHS is on the left

OR

Take I-85 N to the Peachtree City, Exist Hwy 74.  Go to Peachtree City.  Take Hwy 54E to Fayetteville. Take a left at the Courthouse square onto GA 85 N.  Turn left on Arbys onto Lafayette Drive.  When the road dead ends, turn right. FCHS is on the left.
